Whatever the
answer, Austin Road Elemen-
tary School has long felt like
its own small community
tucked deep in the hills of
Mahopac. This year the stu-
dents, staff, and families of
Austin Road continued to so-
lidify the sense of community
that has long been felt inside
the school 6s bl
decided to name the hallways
much the same way as the
streets are named in Maho-
pac.

The students began this
process by looking into how
they each got their own
name; some students even
researched the meanings and
origins of their family or sur-
name. Working with local

hi stori an, Vi n
grades learned more about
local streets and locations in
Mahopac. They learned that
Austin Road was named for
the Austin family who once
owned the land. The fifth
grade looked into the history
of the historic hotels that for-
mally graced much of Maho-
pac. The first grade visited
the Mahopac Falls Volunteer
Fire Station and saw some of
the history there. Second

the Mahopac Library and view
a show about Mahopac: Past
and Present. Fourth graders
went on a guided bus tour of
Mahopac, stopping at locations
on Sybil Ludi
ride, including the sight of the
Old Red Mills.

With this local knowledge, the
students began to make deci-
sions regarding what types of
gualities were needed to ap-
propriately name a place.
They questioned whether or
not naming a street or in this
case, a hallway, after a par-
ticular person would be endur-
ing.

In the end, each grade level
selected nominated names for
two to three hallways. Some
nominees reflected the geogra-
phy of the hall. Others re-
flected the honored people
who once graced it such as re-
tired principal, Robert Meyer.
Still others reflected the func-
tion that the hallways served.
Each hall had at least five
nominated names that were
posted for the student body to
ponder. Ballots were then dis-
tributed to the children and
each cast his/her vote for the
most fitting name. With the
winners selected, signs or-
dered, and mounted to the
walls, the project came to an
